International students must be covered by a valid travel
insurance including health, hospital and repatriation expenses
for their travel to France and at least the first month of mobility.
Upon arrival, non-EU international students will have to register
to the French Health Insurance system (free of charge,

Other mandatory insurance coverage: Civil Liability Insurance
(for all students, subscription prior to arrival recommended)
& Housing Insurance (students accommodated in CROUS
Residences only).

Other non-mandatory insurance coverage: additional health
insurance cover.

Welcome & Orientation activities

Centrale Lille provides a comprehensive support
to international students until they complete their mobility
at the school.

Before departure, students are invited to attend

a Pre-Departure Webinar early June during which they

get all necessary information to prepare their mobhility.
Students receive guidance by the Office for International
Relations at Centrale Lille regarding housing arrangements,
language preparation, transportation, visa, registration at
Centrale Lille and other elements ahead of their stay.

Upon arrival, Centrale Lille organises a ‘Meet and Greet
Week’ for International Students whereby they are offered
comprehensive information and participate in welcoming
activities (pick-up at train station, buddy system, opening
of a bank account, administrative formalities, etc.).

Our International Student Associations, Club TIME and
Welcome Club, mediate dedicated activities to facilitate the
integration of international students.
